Please find below the final joining instructions for the 2020 Brownsea photography workshops:

· Boats will be booked from Sandbanks next to the chain ferry for you as part of the cost of the workshop. (Postcode for sat-nav BH13 7QN. Parking is available on Panorama Road or Brownsea Road).
· If you require a parking permit, then Paul Williams will meet you from 0900 at Sandbanks Jetty next to the yellow shed. (He will be travelling over from Brownsea so do not worry if he is not there any earlier than this). You can stop temporarily to pick up your permit either in the loading bay in front of the yellow kiosk or in the Haven short stay car park – please let me know if you do require a permit for an additional cost of £10 for the duration of the workshop

· If you do not require a parking permit then please arrive no later than 0920 at the jetty for 0940 boat
· You should arrive at the Villa Wildlife Centre for 1000 where you will receive a brief on your stay from Dorset Wildlife Trust staff
· Paul will commence the workshop at 1015
· The second day of the workshop will finish at 1600 for those wishing to catch a boat at 1620. 
· Please bring all the food you require during your stay. There is a cooker/hob, microwave and fridge/freezer for use. Tea and coffee will be provided. You will need to bring your own pillow case, sleeping bag and towel. Warm clothes are advisable for the evening in the villa and potential evening walks.
